The student
members must have been involved in the Local PTA and not just in school-related activities.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION OF WINNER
1. Local PTA must be in good standing with Texas PTA.
2. Project must fall within the time period beginning April 1 through March 31 of the
following school year.

GUIDELINES FOR PRESENTATION OF ENTRY
1. Complete the entry form. This form is not counted as a page in the page limit, but it
must be included with the application.
2. Submit the information in the order listed:
Q Planning and goals that included student participation.
O Scope of projects.
Q Effects of having students involved within the time period beginning April 1
through March 31 of the following year.
3. Limit the number of pages, including any supplementary materials, to ten (10) 8%2" x
11" sheets of paper (five pages, if front and back are used). If typed, the text should
be double-spaced. Please do not reduce the entry on a copier. Materials may be in a
report cover. No videos will be accepted.
4. Write a summary of your entry on a separate sheet of paper, in 100 words or less, that
may be used for public relations purposes such as in newsletters, Texas PTA’s The
Voice, awards finalist program, etc. This summary will not to be included in the page
limit.
5. Submit the entire entry (form, supplemental pages and summary) to your Area PTA
president by the Area PTA’s required deadline.
All entries submitted to the state level become the property of Texas PTA and will
not be returned.

STATE AWARDS TO BE PRESENTED
Texas PTA will present an award to the Overall Award recipient.

DEADLINE FOR APPLYING

All entriesmust be submitted for judging at the Area PTA level. The Area PTA will
forward the winning entriesto Texas PTA. Contact your Area PTA president for the
deadlinefor thisaward.
