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Lessons Learned

A great teacher can teach a lesson even when you aren't expecting to learn and they
aren't expecting to teach. And that is what happened to me last month when | met
69 great teachers. | was invited to be a judge for the Plano ISD Teacher of the
Year. Last year | was one of the judges for the beginning Teacher of the Year and
I've been worked on the gala part of this event for many years by soliciting prizes
and helping with decorations. This year, it was a grueling schedule of interviews
with each Teacher of the Year from every campus. We started at 7 a.m. each
morning for 5 days and ended just in time for me to pick up my kindergartener from
school, plus an extra day where our session went until 5 pm. This "perk" took quite
a toll on the morning routine in my house and a big chunk of my time, but it was a
great experience and so good for my soul. | was inspired by each one of the
teachers, and secretly wished my kids could have each of them at some point in
their education. What | learned more than anything is this:

Teachers yearn to have their former students come back and tell them about their
lives, even if the teacher doesn't especially remember the student. My takeaway:
I've never done that, something | regret, now that | know how much it means to
them. I've added it to my summer to-do list.

Most of the teachers chose the profession because they were inspired by a great
teacher. They wanted to have a career that truly made a difference in the world
and in people’s lives. My takeaway: You never know how your actions inspire others
and the lasting goodness that can come from your hard work and passion.

Teachers feel they are accountable to themselves, the students and their
co-workers for their job performance. My takeaway: The staff's professionalism,
strong moral conscience, teamwork developed in each grade and desire to help our
children succeed is very strong in Plano.

These teachers didn't care about grades, homework or keeping kids quiet in class.
They were focused on student mastery of the subject, vibrant discussions and
thoughtful lessons. My takeaway: How can we support these active leaning
environments and make leaning relevant and interesting for our students?

Teachers say parent involvement is the key to success. When the parent takes an
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active role in the child's education, it always turns out better. My takeaway: We
know this and preach this about PTA, but what can we do to engage every parent?

To every Teacher of the Year in Plano, THANK YOU. Your hard work and passion
shines through with your students, peers and in your interviews. Thank you for
dedicating your career to children and choosing to work for Plano ISD. I've learned
something from each of you and it has been an honor to be part of the event.
